Original Exhaust System Removal

Note: With a used vehicle, we suggest a penetrating spray lubricant to
be applied liberally to all exhaust fasteners and allowing a significant

period of time for the chemical to lubricate the threads before at-
tempting to disassemble.

1. Lubricate all the hangers, rubber isolators, bolts and nuts.

Locate exhaust electronic actuators on rear mufflers and carefully
disconnect harnesses from muffler. These will be re-connected to
transferred actuators on your new exhaust system. (See Fig. 1)

Loosen front band-clamp hardware and slide clamps forward. (See
Fig. 2)

Using a muffler stand or another person. Carefully remove factory
exhaust system. Remove right hand and left hand rubber isolator
from rear muffler assembly and transfer both to your new Borla
system. (See Figs. 3 & 4)

With an 8mm socket remove hardware on both left and right side
electronic actuators. Transfer actuators to your new Borla system
and tighten hardware 12 ft. Ibs. (See Fig. 5)

Warning: Use extreme caution during installation. Torque
all fasteners according to manufacturer’s torque values and
tightening sequence. DO NOT use air impact tools to tighten
fasteners on Borla Performance Exhaust Systems. Use of
such tools may result in bent flanges or gasket contact areas
leading to exhaust leaks.

Borla Performance
Exhaust System Installation

Determine and complete installation (A or B) front pipe configu-
rations before continuing to step 1:

A) FACTORY FRONT PIPE INSTALLATION: Install Adaptor using
factory band clamp. DO NOT TIGHTEN BOLTS. Proceed to step 1.

B) BORLA 60562 DOWNPIPE INSTALLATION: Install 60562 Down-

pipe per installation instructions before proceeding to step 1.

1. Place a clamp over the expanded end of the Front Pipe Assembly
and insert to factory band clamp OR 60562 Down Pipe. (See Fig. 6)

2. Install Muffler Assembly carefully inserting hangars into rubber
isolators. Place a clamp over the expanded inlet of Muffler Assem-
bly and insert into Front Pipe Assembly outlet. (See Figs. 5 & 6)

3. Re-connect left and right side wire harnesses to electronic actuators.

4. Starting at Front Pipe Assembly and working to the Muffler As-
sembly, check your exhaust for proper clearance under the vehicle
and also for tip alignment. Tighten front band-clamp bolt 18-22
ft.Ibs torque. Tighten clamps 32-35 ft. Ib. torque. (See Fig. 8)

5. Start vehicle and check for any leaks. If any leaks are found, deter-
mine cause (such as loose hardware or incorrectly positioned clamp)
and repair as necessary.

Note: When you first start your vehicle after the installation of your
new Borla Performance Exhaust System, there may be some smoke
and fumes coming from the system. This is a protective oil based
coating used in the manufacturing of mandrel bent performance
exhaust tubing. This is not a problem and will disappear within a
very short period of time after the exhaust has reached normal op-
erating temperatures.
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
